GENERAL GUIDELINES FOR SCHEDULING FOR 2008 – 2009

Feb. 27 – 29:   Students will meet in auditorium during homeroom (Grade 9 Wednesday, Grade 10 Thursday, and Grade 11 Friday) to receive scheduling materials and overview of process.

March 3 – 25:  Guidance counselors will meet with students to discuss course selections.  Students should also be discussing courses with parents and teachers.  

March 26:  Course selection form and $300.00 school fee for 2008 -2009 are due.  (See Fr. Norton’s January 2008 letter regarding school fees and due dates.)

March 27 – April 11:  Department Chairs finalize the class lists for Honors and A.P. classes.

April 14 – August 1:  Preparation of “Master Schedule, placement of students into classes, assignment of personnel and classrooms, conversations with students regarding possible course conflicts and course cancellations, consideration of “conditional placements”, verification of class lists by Department Chairs, preparation of individual student schedules, etc.

Aug. 4: Student schedules will be mailed home.

Aug. 18 & 19: Appointments for possible schedule changes

During this process, parents should feel free to contact their child’s Guidance Counselor and/or teachers about placement concerns and questions.  Department Chairs can also be helpful sources of information about individual course prerequisites and placements.  Please be sure to read the Course Selection Booklet that your child received in late February.  Finally, please carefully review the course selection form before signing it.  Be sure that your child hands this form (along with the $300.00 school fee) to his or her Guidance Counselor by March 26, 2008.
